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4. Break their holders - You are certain to greatly decrease tre value of your mint set and
proofset of coins by removing them from the mint-issued holders. They should be kept asa
*set’. Similarly, coins that have been slabibed are worth a premium in their protective cases.
5. Expose them to acid - Storing the coins in envelopes, wrapped in paper or in cardboard
boxes is a good way to camage them Uness you are careful and use acid free paper materials.
Acid causes spotting, discoloration and oxication

6. Coat your coins with slime - Another way 1o cause spofting and degraded surfaces is to
store the coins in PVG plastic s, ho'ders and boxes.The chemical by-preduct of certain
plastics will harm the coins over time. Your coins wil eventually develop a slimy green coating
on their surfaces which will damage them permanenty.

7. Expose them to the elements - If you store coins in the attic or basement, you are
prokably exposing them to extremes of temperature and umidity that will promote oxication. In
addition, these conditions will more quickly break down the storage materizls. To protect your
collection in the bestway, store ther in a dark, dry, temperture-controlled envirenment (such
